NOMINATION PROCEDURE FOR 

UNITED STATES SERVICE ACADEMIES
IN ORDER TO BE CONSIDERED FOR A NOMINATION, YOU SHOULD TAKE THE FOLLOWING STEPS:

· Request a Pre-Candidate Questionnaire from the service academy or academies that you are interested in attending.  This form must be returned to the academy in order to initiate the application process.

· Submit the following materials to my Salem district office: 
a. The enclosed Application Form, which must be filled out neatly and completed in black ink or typed;
b.  A Personal Letter explaining your reasons for seeking a nomination to an academy;
c. The three enclosed Evaluation Forms, which much be completed by your teachers, principal, counselor, employer, minister, priest, rabbi or coach;
d. An official, sealed Transcript from all high schools, junior colleges, or colleges you have attended to date; and
e. Documentation of your SAT or ACT scores.  (My SAT reporting code is 4708 and my ACT reporting code is 7631.)
Admission to the United States Service Academies is competitive and applicants should have an above average high school or college academic record as well as strong SAT or ACT scores.  A nomination from my office will not guarantee your admission to an academy.  

Upon reviewing your pre-candidate questionnaire, if the academy determines that you will be a competitive candidate, they will contact you to continue the admissions process including scheduling for both a medical examination and a physical fitness assessment.
